Ghost Instructions as of 08/10/06
1. Terminal service into the video server using the following command, mstsc. Examlpe: mstsc /v centwxpustream
2. Log in with your AD username and password.

3. Open the GhostCast Server program.

4. Type in a session name, something unique.

5. Select either Restore Image or Create Image.

6. Click Browse.

7. Images are located at C:\Images

8. Select your image and click Open.

9. You can then select More Options and specify the client count and then click Accept Clients or you can leave that field blank and click Accept Clients.

10. The server is all setup and now you can attach all your clients.

11. Either boot off the bootable CD or you can use PXE boot if the machine supports it.

12. When you boot off the CD, select which network card driver to load and it automatically goes into the ghost software.

13. If you PXE boot, select which driver to load and again you’ll go automatically into the ghost software.

14. Click OK.

15. Select GhostCast.

16. Select Multicast.

17. Type in the Session Name you specified in the beginning on the server.

18. Click OK.

19. Click OK on the Select Local Destination Drive.

20. Click OK on the Destination Drive Details.

21. Select YES on Proceed with…

22. If you specified the client count, once it is reached the image transfer will start automatically.  If you did not specify a client count, once you’ve connected all your machines you will have to go back and hit Send.
