Bridgeport, CT, July 11, 2011:  With the release of the 2011 Connecticut Academic Performance Test (CAPT) results, the Bridgeport Public Schools has shown an increase in Math, Reading, Writing, and Science in the % of At/Above Proficiency which is the measure of the federal government under the current No Child Left behind (NCLB) Legislation. There was a significant increase in Writing. 
In the area of % At/Above Goal which is a more stringent standard imposed by the State of Connecticut, there was an increase in Science and Reading.  
To increase growth, the District will continue to improve instructional practices through teacher professional development, alignment of curriculum with State standards and online assessments.  Internal work with staff development, analysis of data and continuation of recruitment for highly qualified teachers will also be a focus to improve academic achievement. 
As outlined by the CSDE (Connecticut State Department of Education) and the USDE (United States Department of Education) under School Improvement Guidelines, the District has implemented School Reform models at two of the High Schools. 
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
